However, Carolina Wildlife Care is feeling
the sting of a changing economy. And
balancing the increasing demands being
placed on our small organization today,
while planning for tomorrow, is difficult.
Rising gas prices has impacted the ability
of volunteers to provide transport and
rescue. The overall cost of formulas,
produce, and other grocery items have
soared. A national mealworm shortage has|
sent the center scrambling to get its hands
on worms or comparable alternatives,
sometimes at higher than normal prices.
And in July, the minimum wage rate will
again increase from $6.00 to $6.55.

In June and July, CWC receives more fox
sighting calls than any other time of year.
